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RE-GHOSTER EXTENDED

Founded in 2019, Re-Ghoster brings together Nicolas Field (drums & electronics), Thomas
Florin (piano & electronics) and JérOme Noetinger (Tape Recorder Revox, previously Valerio
Tricoli until the end of 2022) in a unique electroacoustic trio.

Since its creation, the band has toured all over Europe and released two albums widely
acclaimed on the international scene.

After their first tour of Switzerland in 2019, the trio started to on work on the production of a
first aloum to be released in 2020.

Barely out of a residency at GMEA (Albi, F) in March 2020 (which ended literally the day before
the first confinement), the trio's development was slowed down by the pandemic situation, like
many other artistic and musical projects. Far from letting the situation stop them, the group did
their best to move forward, and released their debut album 'Or Not All' at the end of 2020.

In 2021, Re-Ghoster presented a live-streamed creation with Hans Koch, as part of a pandemic
remote project (AMR, Geneva).

In September 2021, as the situation was opening up, a post-pandemic tour was organized tour
in September in a new quintet format, which became Re-Ghoster Extended, inviting two major
artists, Nate Wooley (acoustic & amplified trumpet) and Fritz Welch (voice & electronics). All
these activities, maintained despite the pandemic, have paid off, with a feature in 'The Wire'
magazine at the end of 2021.

In 2022, Re-Ghoster toured in trio format in Portugal, enjoying a great public success and
sharing nights with major artists like Bob Ostertag. This period was also devoted to the
production of its next album.

Just in time to meet the premiére of a composition commission at the Archipel festival 2023,
Re-Ghoster Extended release the album "The Zebra Paradox » in CD format in April 2023.
« Dreaming with the lights on » premiered at Archipel was a great success, and one of the
highlights of the festival. The piece explores the possibilities offered by a network of
improvisers, using for the first time the capacities of the electronic instrument developed by
Konnekt called “CtriKey” (https://konnekt.co/en/projects/ctrikey).

To support the release of ‘The Zebra Paradox’ on vinyl, Re-Ghoster Extended embarked on a
European tour in January 2024, including a performance at prestigious Reid School of Music -
University of Edinburgh. The band in currently organising some concerts scheduled for the end
of the year and in 2025 in both trio and extended formats.

Since 2024, Re-Ghoster’s album are available on Catalytic Sound - creative music cooperative.

A new album is currently under production and will be out in April 2026.

Re-Ghoster with Nate Wooley +
Mordecoli

The Rose Hill, Brighton, UK

Italian tape-wrangler Valerio Tricoli's
equipment, set up at the front of the
Rose Hill's low stage, is irresistible bait
for curious gear nerds. Closer inspection
reveals a vintage Revox tape recorder
connected to various electronic devices,
with its brown ribbon of delicate magnetic
tape spooling out of one side, around two
microphone stands a couple of feet away
and back in the other side.

It's essentially a scaled-down
descendent of Terry Riley's similarly
configured time-lag accumulator, which
used two reel-to-reel tape recorders
to experiment with looping, delay and
gradual disintegration. But, while Riley
was largely preoccupied with slow,
organic repetitions, Tricoli's electronic
augmentations allow for a more sprightly,
responsive approach, which favours
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working in real time with live improvisors.
As one half of the duo Mordecoli,
Tricoli sits opposite London based cellist
Ecka Mordecai, who is stationed above
him on stage facing the audience. Such
a face to face encounter encourages
close dialogue, as the cello's sounds are
picked up by a mic, fed into the Revox,
manipulated and played back in mangled
form, as though Mordecai is working with
an impatient and subtly irreverent mimic.
The cello's low, arco drone acquires a
spectral echo seeded with muffled bangs
like reports of far-off warfare. Gentle
strumming with a hint of Arabic magam
generates a drizzling granular buzz and
tactile clicks. There's a neat trick of
perspective at work here, with different
layers in the sonic environment seeming
simultaneously to occupy varying degrees
of intimacy and distance, sliding in and
out of focus and suggesting depth like the
painted scenery in an ancient theatre.

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For a dreamy coda, Mordecai swaps
her cello for a small, hand-held harp,
plucking a fragile, circular figure and
murmuring waif-like vocals like a free-folk
lullaby. Tricoli's fading echo seals the
performance with both a lingering finality
and a tantalising intimation of the eternal.

With the aptly named Re-Ghoster,
Tricoli performs similarly haunting acts of
reconfiguration, using as source material
sounds created by Anglo-Swiss drummer
Nicolas Field and Swiss pianist Thomas

Florin, joined on this short tour by special

guest, the American trumpeter Nate
Wooley.

This time Tricoli's role feels less that
of intimate interlocutor and more like
a conductor facing the ensemble and
treating it as his instrument. Florin and
Field stir up an information rich flurry
of limpid piano ripples and fidgety,

insectoid drums, over which Tricoli layers
metronomic clicks, a thick, foggy hum and

occasional resounding booms.

Nate Wooley (USA)

Nate has often been cited as one of
the leaders of the contemporary
avant-garde of trumpet
improvisers. ...] Wooley is
attempting to redefine the physical
limits of the trumpet and to break
down the epinal image of the
trumpet, over which the shadow of
Louis Armstrong has hung for too
long. His playing is a combination
of vocalization, virtuoso technique,
noise and drone aesthetics, and
sound processing. The rigour of his
compositions has recently earned
him the title of "delightfully
hostile". Nate is also the curator of
the Recorded American Music (DRAM) database and the editor of Sound American, a quarterly
journal devoted to the study of American music."

Musician, visual artist and
performer, Nicolas Field has
been active on the
contemporary scene since
the early 2000s.
